Selecting a location for your heater:

Do Not install less than 6 inches from vertical side walls or open edge of door. This heater must have an unrestricted airflow. Do Not select a
location where it is likely to be blocked by furniture, curtains, etc. Be sure the location selected allows sufficient space for the heater as shown
below by Table 1. Do Not locate this heater in an area where combustible vapors, gases, flammable liquids, or excessive lint, dust or moisture is
present.

Minimum Clearances for heater: Zero clearance to insulation.
