1. Disconnect power supply to prevent electrical shock or damage to
the product.

3. Connect the red LINE lead on the thermostat to L1 line from the
power supply panel.

4. Connect the black LOAD lead from the thermostat to the line lead on Single Pole

PRODUCT SETUP AND SETTINGS

To adjust the temperature to your requirements, turn the dial on the thermostat clockwise all the way to turn fan on. When he room
reaches the desired temperature, turn the thermostat knob counter clockwise until you hear the click. Leave in this positon to
maintain the room temperature at this setting. For additional cooling, turn clockwise until you the click and the heater wil turn on.

. Single pole models—Turning knob fully counter clockwise will set the temperature rating to 90°F.

Changing °C and °F control dials
Use a small flathead screwdriver to pry off the control dial. Insert into one of the slots on the dial and gentle apply pressure to
remove.
