Installation Instructions

@ Cut appropriate sized hole in ceiling as indicated for the series heater being mounted.
(Refer to Chart 1).

® To ensure a proper fit, insert frame into hole to see if any adjustments are required.

® Slide frame around the body of the heater. Secure frame to heater using provided
self-drilling screws (see Figure 1).

O Lift the assembled unit into the ceiling and secure with appropriate lag screws (field
supplied) (see Figure 2).
